The Grammy awards are an enormous undertaking. ATK Audiotek,
the sound system provider for the Grammys, uses 14 flown speaker
clusters comprised of almost 100 loudspeakers to fill the Los Angeles
Staples Center with high-quality sound reinforcement. There are five
Amplifier locations for the show, the least accessible of which is on
a flown platform, 80" above the floor, and 50’ below the catwalks.
In the past, audio to this amplifier location has been delivered via a
Cobranet over a fiber-optic ethernet network.
